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A comparison of Henry Thoreau and William Wilberforce
Harvard Leon YSZR

Henry Thoreau and William Wilberforce were pioneers of their era. Both had the
insights to see slavery, which was a major industry back then, is morally corrupted.
What is more, they had the courage to stand up to the high and mighty in order
to promote the abolition of slavery. llowever, due to their circumstances, they took
disparate actions which lead to divergent results.

The first thing that 1 notice was the two fighters were at different social levels.
Therefore, they took separate paths. Thoreau was a recluse and Wilberforce was a
legislator. Wilberforce had more political influence because of his position. As a result,
Wilberforce was able to bring up petitions in the Parliament and pass the Slave Trade
Act in 1807. Meanwhile, Thoreau could only protest the Mexican War and by resisting
taxes and wriling compositions Lo express his political viewpoints.

What is more, | realize they were from two countries. Their nationalities possibly
had an impact on their behaviors. Wilberforce was an Englishman. We see his
patriotism and allegiance for the monarchy. As for Thoreau, he was the citizen of a
newborn nation, the United States of America. Usually, novel states do not have a
long, glorious or abundant culture. This may be the reason why Thoreau did not have
a strong sense of belonging like Wilberforce. Thoreau regarded his country to be the
outline of a sketch; overthrowing the government and reforming it did not seem as a
huge issue. I would say Thoreau appeared more irrational. On the contrary, Wilberforce
had loyalty to his country and king. His objective was to improve the British Empire,
not overthrow it. In the movie, he warned his French companion to never bring up the
word “revolution” again.

Furthermore, Thoreau reminded me of a Chinese belief that advocates when
a political activist is popular, he shall serve his nation; if he is rejected by the
mainstream, he should become a recluse and compose work to pass down his views
and qualities, in order to atfect posterity. I suppose Wilberforce was the first type and
Thoreau was the latter which is similar to Confucius. During the time the philosopher
lived, the power of the emperor was weaken so dukes fought over land. Confucius
traveled around vassal states to promote peace and policies of benevolence. The
warlords were busy clashing and considered him a laughingstock. The ideologist did

not give up his mission. e found a pastoral setting and began writing and teaching. 1t
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was five centuries later did the first emperor accepted Confucius's theories as the king
craft and code of ethics. Thoreau and Confucius are alike in many ways. Both of the
thinkers were pacifists and value philanthropies. Furthermore, they were disapproved
by the ones in power when they walked the earth so their greatest achievements were
nurturing the descending generations. Later followers like Gandhi, Martin Luther
King Jr., and Nelson Mandela took over the rally baton of intransigent movement. On
the other hand, Wilberforce’s accomplishments took part in his lifetime. In 1807, he
managed to pass the Slave Trade Act.

When we look back to what they have promoted a few centuries ago, we see their
philosophies and actions continue to inspire us to this day. Henry Thoreau and William

Wilberforce will always be remembered as the initiator of equity and humanity.
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In this age of mass consumption, mass
media, we are constantly receiving
extensive information, messages, and
images from all over the world.

Each song is connected by this desperate, cynical, frustrated spirit.
Those songs, accompanied by powerful drum beats, strong guitar chords, and
the emotional voice of the singer, give you the impulse to scream out every
single word from the lyrics in order to release your anger, to express your
discontent towards the world. We may not have gone through those tough
situations as the young man had, but it is inevitable that we would feel also
lost, hopeless, or unfair sometimes in our lives. It is common that we are
disgusted, occasionally, by social phenomenon but are unable to change them.
At that moment, we desperately seek for acknowledgment, an echo to those
feelings. Green Day responds to our desperation: they stood up and said no
to war, the authority, and the media. They thoroughly express their ideas,
and show us how freedom ‘should be like. Although the whole record seems
filled with despair and fury, there is still a positive side, an alternative
emotion in it. Because we can always feel inspired and encouraged to face
the dark side of the world. After all, this is how Armstrong described
it: “you can go with the blind rebellion of self-destruction.
