| am applying six psychological facts
to support my model. First of all, the
most famous law in the psychology
is Murphy's Law which states that
when something can get worse, it
will (Cremeans 1). Secondly, when
we approach the deadline, we have
more motivation to do our work but
less efficiency and bad mood since
we become more anxious. Thirdly,
efficiency is directly proportional to
good mood. Moreover, distractions
from the environment will reduce
our efficiency, give us a bad mood
and incentive to procrastinate. The
next psychological fact is that when
we find out we have a bunch of un-
expected time remain, we basically
will do nothing at all, which always
makes us felt so good (Ellen DeGe-
neres: Here and Now www.imdb.
com). Finally, incentive to do some-
thing is the rate of change of doing
that thing. Also, | am using five as-
sumptions. Firstly, | will assume that
all people in the world are rational
and intelligent. Another assumption is
that the environment is unchanged as
the time passed. Furthermore, good
mood gives the person incentive to
work and at T=0, P=1 and E=0. The
last assumption in my model is that
we must gain pleasure if we have a
great efficiency.

In my model, there are five different
variables and one constant. | will list
them below:

M = mood; P = possibility of pro-
crastination (positive); T = time; E =
efficiency (positive);

A() = “‘

(“A” denotes every symbol)
W = the work you have done; D =
distraction (constant since environ-
ment does not change);

Now, | am going to set up the relation
ship between there five variables.
Since time is the only independent
variable, each of the other four vari-
able will be a function of T. Since as
time goes, we are approaching the
deadline, M will decrease so as the
first derivative of M. Also, as we are
procrastinating, M will increase.

As a result, | have two equations for
M:

Therefore, if this person’s stipulated
work is bigger than 3.59*1028, he or
she could not finish and vice versa.

This model can apply to almost every
situation. The only difference is the
magnitude of those arbitrary con-
stants. How to set up the value for
those constants is extremely signifi-
cant for the accuracy of this model.

Many teachers and older people
even some psychologists will advise
you to set some self-imposing dead-
line in order to force yourself to work.
However, we can see from the model
above, setting self impose-dead-
line is not necessarily helpful and
sometimes it can be backfired. The
key to eliminate procrastination is to
increase the result of B/a which in
other words, to increase the pleasure
gained from the work and reduce the

join gained from procrastination. Do
not let procrastination affects your
mood but let your work inspires you.
But if you think the work is really pro-
saic and dull and you could not find
any method to arouse your interest
in it, do not let the work or deadline
affect your mood anymore. In this sit-
uation, setting self-imposed deadline
will be a disaster since it will destroy
your emotion and efficiency.

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| have been recalling all those
memories left in the Alps for the past
10 minutes. | can't think of anything.
How weird is that? Perhaps, that
place has already become a part in
me that | can't use any words to de-
scribe. | can't find a way to start this
introduction of my school. It's much
more than simply food, education,
after-school life and all those relevant
nouns.

It's a place that I've "cursed” for
days and nights.

It's a place that | appreciated a
lot whenever anything reminded me
of it.

The past two years spent there
were time that brought me from city
noise to mountain serenity.

A peaceful started as our goner
started to gone at 6:30. Breakfast.
Then Putz-Pause(daily 10-min clean-
ing), and then class. We had three
academic classes in the morning,
starting from 8 to 12:30. In American
system, AP courses were offered,
such subjects as English Language
and Composition, Literature and
Composition, European History,
World History, Comparative Govern-
ment, U.S. government, Chemistry,
Physics C, and Calculus. 50 students
from US, mainland of China, Taiwan,
Hong Kong, Malaysia, Russia, India,
Netherland, Turkey, Dubai, Bosnia,
Austria, Switzerland composed of the
American system. The experience
of having shared memories with a
bunch of very different people with
diverse culture was comparable to
the word "amazing”.

The most memorable thing
was that we skied together in the
mountains every winter. When winter
fell on Switzerland, everywhere and
everything was white. Our school

greatly encouraged us to devote
in winter sports: skiing and snow-
boarding. Every Saturday, before
lunch, everybody was walking across
the campus in a rush and busy go-
ing back to their own house to get
dressed for the afternoon: ski jack-
ets, pants, helmets, gloves, goggles
and shoes. And of course, the most
important things were ski-pass and
skiis (or snowboards). It's hilarious to
see people eating in their ski boots
or snowboard shoes at lunch. After
lunch, we ran to the bus stop and
waited for the 13:30 yellow bus to
go up to the mountain. Chilling in
the Gondola, putting everything on,
driving on my own skiis in the warm
sun, doing tricks on snow, watching
my friends driving in zigzag patterns
were just wonderful. Skiing was
probably the very only thing that was
closest to freedom. Nothing brought
more joy than skiing with a bunch of
friends yelling on the lane.

As Ecolianers, we always com-
plained about the food. Instant
noodles became extremely popular
things. Asking for noodles was com-
mon when the dinner was served
with simply cold Tuna and potatoes
salad. Indeed, the quality of food in
my school was not something that |
was proud of. Usually, international
students came back when school
starts with half-suitcase of FOOD.

Certainly, the way couples act-
ed there was different from the way
couples acted here. Relationship
was “necessary” and common in
high schools. Couples did not have
to date clandestinely. Teachers and
parents considered dating a nor-
mal thing in life. Most likely, rumors
and gossips dominated part of af-
ter-school entertainment. Learning

The uniqueness of my school,
| guess, was having unimaginably
strict rules. No smoking, drugs and
any kinds of violence was prohibited
which was understandable. Now,
ask yourself one question. How long
can you bear to live without any
electronics (phones, ipads, personal
laptops)?

Well, we were not allowed to have
our phones all the time unless we
were leaving for holidays.
