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From the very beginning of NBA,
Bill Russell and Wilton Chamberlain
could almost beat one team by
themselves. In the 21st century,
Kobe can score 81 points in one
game. LeBron James is competent
to play every single position on the
court. The combination of Russell
Westbrook and Kevin Durant also
leads Thunder to the leading
position of Western Conference.

The controversy of whether
individual basketball can beat team
basketball remains as an important
part of basketball lovers’ everyday
conversation. As a basketball fan
myself, | tend to agree that team
basketball is better than individual
basketball in terms of stability and
defense.

The first advantage of team
basketball is stability. Team
basketball does not rely on only
one or two player to win the games.
Players in team-basketball team
are all part of an integrated system.
The time every player plays is quite
average. No player need to play for
very long time. The average time on
the floor helps increase stability by
reducing the possibility of injuries.
Take LeBron James in 2014 finals

as an example. Because of Wade's
injury and the poor performance
of other teammates, LeBron James
had to be solely responsible for the
whole offense of Miami Heat for the
whole season especially in the fianls.
Whenever James was not on the
floor, Spurs seized the chances and
took the lead. The situation required
LeBron to play for almost 48 minutes.
For any player, 48 minutes are a large
amount of pressure to the body. At
the last minutes of 4th quarter, the
cramp of his legs prevented James
from playing. Spurs maintained its
lead and finally won the game. On
the contrary, Spurs is a typical team-
basketball team. In the regular
season, important players can take
a game off and relax their bodies
while the team can also win the 1st
place in the Western Conference.
The spurs can get such great
achievements because the team has
been built as an integrated system
for several years. The absence of
one player can be counteracted by
the integration of the whole system.
That is why spurs remains a powerful
competitor of the Champion for
more than a decades. The idea of
team-basketball provides them with

stability.

The second advantage of team
basketball was defense. The defense
of a team-basketball team is also
like a system. Maybe no player in
that team is the best in individual
defense; however, the system can
be the best defensive system in the
league. Take the example of Detroit
Pistons in 2003-2004 finals. In that
team, the 5 starters are all not super
stars in the league. They don't get
high salaries like super stars and they
do not have the excellent individual
abilities of super stars. In the finals,
they encountered the Los Angeles
Lakers which had 4 super stars.
The abilities of these stars were all
incredible. They can all be the leader
of the team. However, since they
had only played with each others
for just one season, they couldn’t
play together like an integrated
system although they can still score
about 100 points in total with their
incredible abilities. In the finals, the
advantage of team-basketball was
revealed. Piston’s defense was like
aN invincible fort. The incredible
offense of Lakers was completely
restricted. Letting the opponents
get only 80 points per game, Pistons




reduced the points Lakers got per
game by 20 points. Although Lakers
was predicted to be the champion
with its super stars, Piston finally won
the champion with its strong, tough
defense. Houston Rockets in 2012-
2013 was the opposite of Pistons.
At the very beginning of the season,
Houston Rockets welcomed its super
stars, James Harden'’s advent. With
the leading of Harden, Houston
Rockets played splendid offense.
They scored 106 points per game,
which ranked 2nd in the league.
Nonetheless, the team relied on
the Omer Asik’s defense. Omer
Asik was one of the best defense
players in the league. With the
reliance on Asik, they did not play a
defense like a system. Opponents
can easily score when Asik was not
on the floor. Therefore, they allowed
opponents to score 102.5 points per
game which ranked only 28th in the
league.

As all the examples above
shows, team basketball is better than
individual basketball. The idea of
team basketball helps enhance the
teams' stability and defense.
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Debate Found Me

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| have taken part in the 2014 NHSDLC debate
tournaments in Guangzhou and Shenzhen and
what they taught me and gave me was countless.
| think the two debate tournaments changed my
understanding of knowledge and my world. It also
lit a passionate fire inside my heart.

In the course of the preparation of the two
debate tournaments, | was lucky enough to be
led to the ideas of some of the most well-known
philosophers in history and develop my critical
thinking skills as | read them. For example, | read
about Hegel's and Kant's views regarding the death
penalty. Hegel pointed out that executing criminals,
although ignoring their desire to live, respects their
free choice, i.e. they have chosen to give up their
lives because they kill someone innocent. However,
this argument is set under the assumption that
every man is almost morally perfect, like himself.
So imagine this: a young farmer living in the
poorer areas of China discovered that a man had
raped and killed his mother, and he felt obliged
to avenge his mother, so he killed the murderer.
Did he choose to give up his own life when he
decided to kill the murderer? Absolutely not.
According to his worldview, he was doing a moral
thing and certainly should not give up his life for
it. As | read and understood and challenged these
philosophers, | felt | was in a different world: the
world of pure logic and philosophy, which was both
invigorating and dangerous.

When a person sinks too deeply into the
theoretical realm of philosophy, it is dangerous
because he might fall into the abyss of sophism.
Regarding this debate topic, for example, one of
the more realistic factors was the public opinion
of Chinese people. Apparently this could not be
settled in a few sentences: one side could argue
what the public believes was not always right;
the other could argue that a law could not be
implemented if the public strongly detested it.
These factors pulled me back to reality and forced
me to analyze the situation.

Thinking and learning at the height of
philosophy was shaping me into a more learned
person, while knowing and analyzing the reality




kept me from becoming a pedant. Because of
debate, | was becoming a better learner.

What | really like about this debate topic is
that it was so deep into the roots of humanity
and justice that | was lost in wonder as | thought
about such issues. My worldview changed a lot.
| was understanding more about humanity and
the principals of justice as well as what we should
do when the two are in conflict with each other. |
came to realize that there were issues in this world
that were extremely complicated and we needed
to consistently learn and allow our views to be
ambiguous.

Another interesting thing was that | argued
with my mom after the two debate tournaments
and | was shocked that one of my “perfect”
arguments was successfully rebutted by my mom.
Even after so much reading and thinking and
debating, so much more was still needed. | learned
that the first step to knowledge was to accept that
you were ignorant.

Compared to knowledge, emotions are much
harder and at the same time easier to explain.
When someone asks me to say something about
debating, the first thing that comes up is how | felt
when | was debating. Debate excites me; logic
excites me. When | am in a debate which | enjoy,
| don't care about the results. In my last debate
in Shenzhen, | was thrilled throughout the whole
process. It was just amazing: the clash of logic. All
of us were very logical thinkers. The opponents
had some very strong arguments and rebutting
them was just too exciting! During the crossfires,
we were straining every effort to try to dominate
the situation because we were equally good. After
the round, | was sitting on a chair waiting for the
results and | was totally relaxed: debating in such
an exciting and invigorating round, to lose was an

honor.

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| finished up reading The Fault in Our
Stars on my dormitory bed by midnight,
sitting and letting a mixture of complex
feelings swallow me instead of soaking
in tears as | thought | would. When | first
saw the book with a light blue cover and
crayon-marked title in a bookstore in
UK, | thought it would be about ideas on
astrology or philosophy, so | didn’t even
bother to pick it up, and of course, had
no idea it tells such a devastating and
desperate love story.

Hazel Grace is a 17-year-old girl
who suffers from thyroid cancer that
has spread to her lungs when she first
meets 18-year-old Augustus who has
osteosarcoma at a Support Group for
cancer kids. They fall in love involuntarily,
but Hazel keeps pushing Gus (Augustus)
away for she believes she is a grenade that
can blow up at any moment and she is not
willing to spare him pain. The fact is things
don’t always work out as you wish them
to do, and Hazel can't just push Gus away
and protect him from pain as she believes
she should. When Augustus said to Hazel
“I wouldn’t mind. It would be a privilege
to have my heart broken by you.” My eyes
welled up. They know the ending of their
love story that one of them has to die first
and they have no chance of growing old
together before starting the relationship.
But they follow their hearts anyway.

The turning point of the book comes
when Hazel and Gus set off to Amsterdam
to get a “verbal sequel” of Hazel's favorite

book---An Imperial Affliction. They eat
in a fancy restaurant, taste Champaign
for the first time, get disappointed by the
author of An Imperial Affliction, visit Anna
Frank’'s house, and after that Gus starts to
feel unwell. John Green intends to make
readers believe that Hazel's health is
what needs great concern; therefore Gus’
death shocks many. | felt so sad because
| was really fond of the attractive boy who
seems to have the ability to make anything
possible. He lights up Hazel's dull and
lonely life with continuous expectations
and hopes and joy, making me wonder if
someone could light up mine. Here comes
the funniest part: media reveals that the
book is extremely popular mostly among
teenage girls, especially the ones in high
schools, who “wonder” and “daydream”
a lot. To put it in a Chinese way, | simply
“got shot while lying” (Those words were a
direct reflection on me).

The reason why | love this book is
that there are always some sentences
that touch me deeply, drag me out of the
protection built by myself and expose me
in the air of vivid pain of reality. Here are
two of my favorite sentences from the
book.

“Funerals, | have decided, are for the
living.” It sounds sad and pathetic, but it is
so true. When it comes to death, the living
either let go and move on or sink into
the loss. The process to let go requires
comfort and that is what funerals are for-
--to comfort the living. Hazel doesn’t read
out the original eulogy she has written

for Gus because she knows it wouldn’t do
the comfort thing. Her reluctance triggers
sympathy and a strong disgust for the
hypocrisy of many human beings in me.

What they say about pain is "It
demands to be felt.” Being tortured by
cancer, they are the most qualified ones
to speak of pain. | got the sense from
the book that pain is demanding, but
not always that bad--- One great part of
being alive is that you get to feel, and it
feels good to be able to feel. The reason
why pain is so powerful is that it reminds
people of being alive and helps people to
feel better and deeper.

Gus is healthy and optimistic while
Hazel is so ill and cynical. Gus fears
oblivion, which Hazel thinks is inevitable.
Gus doesn’t want to die without doing
something contributive and heroic, which
Hazel considers unnecessary since he
has got her. They are so different, yet they
somehow fit together. It is all the stars’
faults, to let their souls cross in the night
of void, to let them fall for their suffocative
and remarkable love. | remembered Gus
saying “you don’t get to choose if you get
hurt in this world, but you do have some
say in who hurts you.” It is their choice
to be in love, and to be heartbroken
afterwards. The fault is not in their stars,
but in themselves.
