However, Class Baldwin, beyond my
expectation, built unity through several
conflicts during the preparation for the
show.

Victoria and Jolin were responsible
for organizing the whole show. They
intended to present a medley of songs
related to Christmas at the party, which
reached unanimity. Nonetheless, when
discussing which songs would be sung,
a division of opinions occurred. Songs

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appreciated by Victoria and Jolin were
considered too difficult to perform while
other songs recommended by others
were not melodious enough. Searching
nearly all the Christmas songs as we
could, we concluded that there might
not be appropriate songs to achieve our
anticipation. As a result, Victoria and Jolin
changed our plan to sing only one song
with lyrics written by ourselves. Finally,
we chose to perform the song “l am a
fish,” and Carl was in charge of writing
lyrics.

Fortunately, we got lots of self-
study time so that we could practice
singing, yet it did not go smoothly, either.
Compared to the show, homework and
various projects were be more important
for some students, so they hardly pay




attention during the practice time. The
sound was weak, and only a few of us
were able to remember all the lyrics after
the preparation. Even though Carl had
emphasized the importance of the show
for plenty of times, it was hard to arouse
everyone’s passion. What's worse, when
Jolin and Victoria taught us the actions,
most of the boys refused to follow them
because they thought the actions were
ridiculous.

A drama performed
by year twelve was so fascinating that
the entire auditorium was filled with
laughter and applause—all actors and
actresses were dedicated, and all of the
actions and expressions were skillful.
When our turn came, we walked up to the
stage with smile, hoping that we could
do well in the rehearsal. However, reality
always went on the contrary of ideality.
Some of my classmates forgot the actions
that Victoria and Jolin had taught, and
| actually doubted if the real reason for
such carelessness was just their intention
and goal. Students who remembered
all the actions were embarrassed when
seeing others did not follow the proper
movement, so they sang less confidently—
it was simply a mess.

Recalling of the drama that Year
twelve students showed, some students
felt hopeless about our performance.
“Oh, we are bound to do a terrible job
tomorrow.” “I don’t want to attend the
party. It will be awkward!” As Victoria
and Jolin refused to follow Carl’s advice
to recompose actions, some boys started
to distrust the principles’ leadership.
Worse still, they solved this problem in an

extreme way: they claimed to the whole
class that they would be responsible to the
show without any discussion, regardless
of feelings of others, and all of us should
obey their arrangement about the show
tomorrow. Unquestionably, this behavior
infuriated Victoria and Jolin. | was also
angry since such a decision disrespected
efforts that Victoria and Jolin paid before.
Most of the girls blamed such arbitrary
behavior at the dormitory, and we decided
to resist those boys’ arrangement.

After | calmed down, however, |
realized that rebellion could not solve
any problems, but could only aggravate
the condition. All of us had the same
wish to improve our performance, and
we could not just sit back and indulge the
internal conflicts. For this reason, | tried
to reconcile the two factions, persuading
them to understand and forgive each
other. In my opinion, neither of the two
sides was correct—this situation would
not have emerged if Victoria and Jolin
had accepted some advice, and these
conflicts would not have occurred if
those boys had not been so radical.
Having the same goal of making this
show successful, we definitely should be
united and concentrate our efforts into
one same way. At the same time, some
students started to console those who
were worried by telling them that we
still had enough time if we could practice
absorbedly in the next day. The strife was
alleviated at last; leaders from both sides
agreed to cooperate and take advice from
each other.

The second day was a sunny day.
Golden sunlight fondled the yellowish-
autumn grass; the breeze blew away
tiredness of people. We got to space in
front of the teaching building to rehearse
our song. This time, however, was entirely
different from the past—No one brought
their homework or played video games
during practice time. All of us paid full
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attention and followed the leaders’
instructions without any complaints.
Miraculously, everyone was able to
learn lyrics by heart, and most students
could remember the correct actions. It
seemed that we became more united after
yesterday’s dissension. After the practice,
we retrieved confidence, looking forward
to showing our progress at the Christmas
Party.

With the gorgeous stage light and
the graceful music, we sang on the
stage. | saw the audiences’ eyes filled
with expectation; | saw our class teacher
took out his phone to take photos; |
saw the leading singers swinging with
the rhythms. The girl beside me gave
me a smile, encouraging me to sing
confidently. All students were dedicated
during the performance, trying to display
the best aspect of our class, and we
made it. Although it was not perfect, we
were satisfied with the results that we

successfully completed this task and
received amounts of applauds. Feeling
content and relieved, we congratulated
each other after the party, laughing and
taking selfies.

Recalling the preparation of our
performance, | was amazed that we were
able to present such a brilliant show even
sinking into conflicts the night before the
party; | was also surprised that we built
unity after serious strife. Solidarity could
not be constructed with ease.

Very often people have asked her:
How many times have you fallen in
love? How many times have you been
heartbroken? How many times have
you regretted your decision? How many
times have you hurt others’ feelings?

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Brief Talk
President’s Power on Domestic Issue

On the constitutional convention
held in 1787, the participants designed
a government with the idea that every
branch needed to have their independent
and separate power so that they would
check and balance with each other. Based
on this principle, the leader of executive
branch and the military, the president,
was delegated less formal constitutional
power over the domestic issue. This fact
have made the president a clerk of the
government in the peacetime for a long
period. Based on this history, just as
what Aaron Wildavsky pointed out in his
Two Presidencies Theory, many scholars
believed that president of the United States
was relatively weak and inefficient when
dealing with the domestic affair. However,
the presidents in recent years actually
were trying to link theirselves closer to
the domestic issues by using their formal
power such as veto and the power of
appointment, as well as the informal
power such as the power to persuade
and the strategy of going public. In fact,
by successfully applying those powers,
the president now have multiple ways to
achieve his political goals and so that he
has much greater influence on domestic
affair in modern presidency era.

First and foremost, the president
nowadays is able to freely utilize the
power of issuing executive orders and the
power of appointment to influence the
executive branch as well as the judicial
branch of the government when dealing
with domestic issues. For executive orders
or memoranda, they allow president to
arrange the executive resources and
enforce the law made by congress in a
particular way in order to get the result
the he wants. For instance, after the
congress denied the DREAM Act in 2012,
as a supporter of the act, president
Obama just issued a memoranda to
provide temporary residence to over one
million illegal immigrants who came
to U.S. before age of five and stayed for
more than five years. In this case, even
though the congress disagreed to allow
those immigrants to stay by stating their
identity as still illegal, the president
obtained what he wanted by ordering the
Department of Homeland Security to only
focus on deporting illegal immigrants
which didn't have certain identity. Further
more, the fact that there was no limitation
on the amount of executive orders or the
memoranda allowed the president to gain
even more power from execute as much
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executive orders or memoranda as he

wanted. For example, President Obama
has already issued the highest amount
of memoranda through out the history
though he hasn't even finished his terms
in office yet. Meanwhile, for the power of
appointment, it provides the president the
authority to nominate the people he trusts
so that he may have more potential control
over law enforcing and judicial review
process. In these days, president could
appoint justices in the Supreme Court and
over 7,000 employees in the government.
Even though this power is partly limited
since the advising and approving process
provided by the senate is required, this
power is still the keystone of the usage of
other power such as executive order. After
all, the president is only the commander,

and the power of appointment gives him
the right to choose the person he trusts
that will execute his command and get the
result he wants.

Secondly, when presidents are working
on the domestic issues that involved with
congress for the recent few years, the
power of veto*1 was still the most direct
and effective power which president could
use in order to shape a law making case
into the form he expects. More specifically,
the president these days could influence
a domestic law making case in mostly
these three stages, which is before the
law making process started, during the
case-building process, and after the
case has been passed. For the first stage
which is before the law-making process
started, the high possibility of been vetoed



could force the party which hold opposite
opinion of the president to stop making
a domestic law which a president does
not like. For example, in his first term,
President Ronald Reagan has once said
that he wished there could be a weaken on
provisions of the Clean Air Act. So, due to
the fact that any attempt trying to strength
the law would most likely to face failure,
the House Commerce environmental
subcommittee, which hold the opposite
opinion in this case, just then chose to
not take any action against the president.
Meanwhile, for the second stage which
is the the time period the law making
cases is processing and forming in the
congress, the president would be able to
use the strategy of veto threat to force the
congress to compromise and produce a bill
which president would like to see. Because
of the fairly equal power the two major
political parties obtain in the congress,
nowadays most of the bills could not be
support by 2/3 of the congress man and
override president’s veto. So based on this
fact, the threat of veto now have the higher
influence on the law making process
than ever before. In the eight years when
President Clinton was in the office, he
used 55 veto threats in total but he was
still forced to use 37 times of real veto
since many law he saw at his desk was
still not what he wanted. However, for the
next president which was George W. Bush,
he used incredibly 214 veto threat in his
two terms of office, but he only issued 12
real veto. This two data sets clearly show
the huge power president gained by using
the strategy of veto threat. So by the time
passed by, while the usage of veto threat
was increasing dramatically, the congress
produced way less bills that did not fulfill
president’s expectation. Moreover, even
though the usage of veto have dropped
rapidly recently because of the efficiency

of veto threat, the power of veto still
maintained its strength as the final
strategy to meet president’s need even
after the case is passed. For President
Clinton, only two out of thirty seven veto
he issued were override, and for President
George W. Bush, still only four of his
twelve veto were failed. These cases show
that even for the time the president fails to
get what he expects in the first two stages,
he still gets a great possibility to just wipe
out the whole bill which he does not like.
So, in general, from the huge veto power
president obtained in the three stages, the
president often gets the result he wants
and he actually has a great influence on
the legislative branch in the government
over the domestic law making issues.
Thirdly, after the World War 11,
presidents started to acquire more power
on the domestic issue by using their
implied power of going public. Generally,
by presenting in the public, the president
would indirectly put pressure on the
members of legislative branch since
the popularity of the president is a big
concern of the members who want to be
reelected. In fact, by avoiding the process
of bargain, the strategy of going public
allows president to obtain what he wants
form a domestic issue in an efficient way
with less cost of compromise and more
political benefit. For President Ronald
Reagan, the president known as one of the
best users of the “going public” strategy,
has preformed how powerful this strategy
could be when he was pushing his Tax
Reform Act. In February, 1985, when
Reagan was stopped by the Democrat in
the House of Representative, he tried to
go on public to state that he would like
to make a compromise. By doing this he
not only built up his rational and friendly
role in the public, but he also relieved
the suspicion the Democrat have on this
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case, so the bill eventually went through
the House. However, the bill was impeded
by his own party member in the Senate
in early of March. For this time, Reagan
chose to not compromise any more and
chose to directly bring the conflict on this
issue out on public. By repeating the idea
that president was elected by people so he
is on behalf of people and doing things for
people, Reagan and his allies successfully
created a pressured environment for the
House members and Senators who did
not want to comply. On one hand, those
members were facing not only the risk of
bearing the anger and obstruct from the
president in the future, but they were also
directly pressured by the voters in their
district who support the president. On the
other hand, those voters also need to face
a truth that he or she usually could receive

no much benefit even if they succeed at
last since it was hard to even claim credit

for simply reject the president’s proposal.
Finally, only by using the strategy of
going public but not even providing any
compromise, the Tax Reform Act was
passed in the next year by the House and
the Senate which were both controlled by
the opposite party of the president. From
this case it is easy to conclude that one
single domestic law making issue could be
greatly influenced by the president with a
proper use of the strategy of going public.
Moreover, in reality, the frequency of the
usage of going public strategy has already
went up for over two times from the 1980s
till now, so it is easy to infer that in these
days the president has even more and
deeper influence on the general domestic
law making area than ever before.

Last but not least, in order to take
more control over the domestic law
enforcing process, the implied power
of persuasion was brought to use by
the president in the early period of
modern presidency era. A director of
budget who was once nominated by the
president said that he felt really lucky
because president selected him to do
this job even though he has to do things
which president persuade him to do, or
otherwise he could only sit down and do
nothing as those fellows who didn't get
the job were doing. The statement stated
that the power of persuade mostly came
from president’s status and the authority
as the leader of the executive branch of
the government, therefore the strategy
of persuade would allow the president
to effectively convince his subordinates
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who want to share his authority to work
for him in his way. Meanwhile, when he
was dealing many important domestic
issue which he wanted to have influence
on, his status and the authority also
allowed him to bargain with the other four
masters*2 which the federal agency had,
so that the agencies could eventually get
their job done. For example, during the
1952 Steel Strike, when the president
Truman attempted to execute a wage
change, even though for Charles Sawyer
himself he would never agree on the act
as the Secretary of Commerce, he was
persuaded or even implicitly threatened
by the president and finally executed the
act. Also during the negotiation process
president also successfully persuaded
the judicial branch and congress to
support his act, too. At the end his act of

increasing the wage was passed through
all the regulating process and executed by
Charles. However, even though there were
many success examples, some scholars
were arguing that there were still some
cases which the opinion of opposite
side was too strong and the president
would fail in persuading. For those failed
cases such as the Eisenhower’s failure
of persuade governor of Arkansas over
school issue, the failure was just caused
by the limitation which every kind of
power would have. The limitation of the
power to persuade over domestic issue
could not be equal to the conclusion that
the power to persuade is weak since after
all even for the international issue which
president has more mighty power on could
be turn in to a failure at last. For example,
during the Suez Crisis the president failed
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to persuade the U.K. and France not to
use the army. So in general, even though
the power of persuasion would be weak in
certain polarized issues, the case above
still shows that this power is a strong and
effective tool for the president to influence
the executive branch in most of domestic
issues.

In conclusion, by keep developing and
strengthening the formal power he has
and keep expanding the usage of his
implied power, the president of United
States now maintains a great authority on
shaping the domestic issues. The huge
influence he has on the three branches
of the government these days allows him
to effectively achieve his prospects on
domestic domain in the modern United
States Government.
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To-Die for Love
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Leon is an English-language French
film published in 1994 and soon became
a huge success, winning over audiences’s
favors worldwide and grossing over 45
million dollars. It is like a tear shell, hitting
right at the softest corner of people’s
hearts and shock the conscience of love of
every audience. It is the kind of movie that
contributes to make the world a nicer and
better place.

The film starts in a dimly lit room in a
street in New York with two man sitting
at a table face to face. A photograph is
pushed to Leon (Jean Reno) who is always
wearing a pair of dark goggles, and a
mission on driving the man in the photo
out of town is conveyed. Leon shows his
exquisite and sophisticated skills of being
a hitman. He manages to break into the
man’s house and kills all the guards of
the man. Heavy breathings, fears, people
grasping for life, the atmosphere is really
intense at the beginning of the film. Then
when Leon lets the man go and the shot
switches to a peaceful, little shop in town,
| come to realize that he is a professional
hitman, the one with Italian style.

Leon has a 12-year-old neighbor
Mathilda (Natalie Portman) from a
dysfunctional family. She is young, troubled
and rebellious. Her dad is involved in a
drug dealing and got his entire family
wiped out by men of Stansfield’'s (Gary
Oldman) after hiding some drugs. Mathilda
is shopping for groceries when the sound
of shooting starts ceaselessly in her house
and blood splashes on the floor. When
she gets back, she sees bodies lying in
blood streams, trembles and walks pass
her opened family door with tremendous
pain and fears, pretending she is not part
of the family. She is a clever girl, after all.
Knocking at Leon’s door, she begs and
cries in murmur. After struggling for a
while, Leon opens the door, letting the girl
as well as a subversive change of his life
in. In the following days Leon is in great
conflicts. He wants to work alone but the
girl is like his shadow. He wants the girl to
leave so that he can go back to his normal
life. But as Mathilda says, “If you saved my

life, you must've saved it for a good reason.
If you throw me out now, it’s like you never
opened your door, like you let me die here
in front of it. But you did open it.” Leon
can’t just sit and watch the girl killed
even though he barely knows her. He is a
professional hitman, so he is supposed to
be cruel and make no sacrifice for others.
But hitmen aren’t all that cruel and cold-
blooded. There are humanity, pitifulness,
and empathy in every single person,
whoever he is, and whatever he does.

From the day he takes her in, Leon
starts to train her. He teaches her how
to use a gun, how to aim and shoot. They
work together, her as a bait and him as
a killer. Cooperation and harmony grows
every single day as the girl falls madly
love with him. The relationship between
them is subtle and blurry. Mathilda loves
Leon and she calls him her lover. The past
experience of a dysfunctional family does
distort the girl as she reveals indescribable
mental matureness. On the other hand,
Leon loves Mathilda, some part between
loving a daughter and loving a lover. It's
pure love, pure love for no reason, for the
only person he cares about and he can
hold on to. He has not loved anyone like
this for a long time after his girlfriend gets
killed when he is nineteen because her
father is against their relationship. He kills
the girl's father and becomes a hitman
ever since. | remember my mother once
told me, for a bad man, there is always a
reason for him to turn bad that he can’t
be blamed of. And there is always hope,
goodness and humanity in him, no matter
how bad he seems.

When Mathilda goes after Stansfield,
troubles come. She is the one loves Leon,
but she is also the one brings him the
threat of death out of the eager to revenge.
“Revenge is not good. What people should
do is forget”. Leon teaches her, but she
wouldn’t listen. When the girl sneaks
into Stansfield’s office and gets caught,
Leon has to save her with no regard of
the dangers. He was shot at the end by
Stansfield, but he is so clever that there is
always an unexpectable plan B: the ring
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trick. He detonates the bomb carried with
him and kills Stansfield for the girl in his
very last breath.

All Leon wants is love. Working alone
for his whole life, the girl makes him feel,
makes him want a root, a home, makes
him lonely no more. He chooses the way
the story ends at the moment he opens the
door for her. He recognizes the dangers,
the risks, the consequences he might pay
for, but he embraces the opportunity to
love, for once and for all. Indeed, it is so
nice to be able to love in this world.

Leon once tells Mathilda “It's like me,
you see. No roots.” “If you really love it,
you should plant it in the middle of a park
so that it can have roots.” At the end of the
film, Mathilda plants the Leon’s plant in
the yard of her school. It seems like Leon
never really dies. He just turns into the
plant, being finally settled and able to grow
his roots.

Looking back at the decisions he makes
and the changes he takes, | can’t stop
asking myself is it worth it? Is it worth it
for him to sacrifice his life for a little girl?
Would he be better off without the girl
breaking into his life, living and working
alone at least safely? And then | gradually
realize that it is worth it. It is hard to
explain why, but | know that if Leon had a
second chance to choose, he would still
choose to open the door for Mathilda, for
him to love again, even if that means he
would lose his life for it. Perhaps that’s
the mystery of love, unrequited, unresisted
and inexplainable.

The theme music Shape of My Heart
is also extremely touching. The song
is written in beautiful, heart-breaking
language and sang by Sting's deep,
sad and hoarse voice. In “That's not the
shape of my heart,” the heart is a pun,
indicating both the Ace Heart and Leon’s
love for Mathilda. In the movie, the whole
adventure is based on Leon’s looking for
love. He finally finds it. He dies for it. He
never regrets it.

Just as Gabriel Garcia Marquez once
said, there is no greater glory than to die
for love.
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To Begin With...

Comic book—an art form that is almost
over ran by the Japanese Anime in China—
has so few audience around us that many
of Chinese students can’t even name a
dozen of superheroes (when most of us
will make a list of 10 Anime characters
without even using our brain). Yet as a
semi-comic-nerd myself, | am rather glad
to see that comic has found its own way
into China, even without being noticed.
When comic book’s biggest competitor,
Anime, taking control of most of Chinese
reader, comics have chosen a completely
new path—real man TV serials and movies.

So, what is it? What is the so called
comic-book TV serial?

| believe that most of you have already
heard of, or even watched some of them
in person—such famous TV serial like
the Agent of S.H.I.LE.L.D. should be quite
familiar to many American TV-play-fans.
Yet the story of comic-book TV serial lasted
way longer than you have thought of.

The Development of
Comic-Book TV Serial

One of the earliest comic-book TV
serial is made as early as the 1970s (How
early is that? The author of ONE PIECE,
and crazily-hot Japanese Anime, was
born when its second episode was out],
when comic-books were having one of its
climax in America. Other TV serials that
has connection with comic book can even
date back to 1944, when a 3-episode-TV-
play showing Captain America fighting
against German during the World War Il
was played in cinema. With the demand of
countless amount of comic-fans, including
people as influential as the Vice President
of the United State, the TV serial Wonder
Woman was created in 1975. This pretty-
looking government-clerk with super-
power soon caught the eye of the audience,
and won a great success.

The next few years was quite tough
for comic book, with comic linked with
communism in a very strange way, and
naturally the TV plays stopped. The next
one or two decades was rather quiet—

the comic companies neither have enough
efforts nor face the need to move toward
the TV serial field. Of course, a number of
superheroes had their opportunity to enter
TV screen—including Batman, Superman,
Captain America, Iron Man, and even
those characters that seems to have
little connection with comic, such as the
Terminator. Sadly, however, these TV plays
weren't even close to reaching the level
of Wonder Woman in 1975. Most of them
couldn’t last for more than one season,
when some of them even got cut without
finishing one.

And finally came the 21st century, a
century when almost everything thrives.
With the development of technology,
special effects techniques get better
and cheaper by day. That made such
techniques no longer privilege of movies
and films, and made it possible for TV
shows to be much fancier than before.
No doubt, comic-book TV serials was
one of the main beneficiary—how can

a superhero fight without some fancy
explosion? How can a comic-character
act without cool lighting and music? And,
most importantly, how can a comic-TV
play attract audience without fancy special
effects? When effective but not expansive
special effect hit the market, comic-book
TV serials reborn almost immediately.

A few of those serials might be
surprisingly familiar to you—some of them
was the classic work among American TV
shows. For instance, the Samllville—a TV
played about Superman’s development
from a superpower country boy into a
superpower superhero—first hit the TV
screen on 1998, and lasted for 9 entire
seasons. Even though the special effect
in the play seems quite “suck” today, it
did attracted many audiences, especially
comic-fans. Similar works like the Bird of
Prey with relate to Batman (to be precise,
Batgirl) has also won good reputation.
In this decade, TV plays were indeed put
on the schedule of comic companies;
however, the attention placed on them
wasn’t as huge as the next 5 years.

From 2010 on, many comic companies
faced quite a challenge: the comic book’s
market in the America was almost
impossible for further expanding, while
oversea market seems quite unlikely
to come true. At the same time, comic-

book movie was too expansive and risky

to be filmed frequently, and cartoons were
not suitable for most adults—that make
TV serials, something that few people
was bold enough to try, more and more
attractive. In the last five years, TV serials
made based on or have relation with comic
book appeared in a pace faster than it ever
has.

TV serial known as the Walking Dead
[some people didn’t even know that it
was made base on comic), with its first
season played in 2010. This TV serial
literally shocked its audience with the
scary, creepy and a bit disgusting zombies’
figures, and created the sense of “every
man for himself” during extinction-level
crisis. The play was comparatively more
costly than many other plays—almost
every zombie requires one actor—but
the payback was even more striking. The
Walking Dead taking a few big prizes has
greatly stimulated many comic companies,
including DC Comic, the creator of
Superman and Batman, and the Marvel
Comic, the creator of the Avengers and
many other superheroes. 2 years later, the
TV serial called the Arrow—made based on
the comic character, the Green Arrow—was
produced with support off the DC Comic
company. Even though the character in the
TV version was greatly changed from the
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comic version (from a funny optimist into a
dark vengeful crusader], it is greatly loved
by many people—with or without reading
the comic book.

The Arrow seems to have really pulled
a trigger. The next year, the Marvel Comic
produced the Agent of S.H.I.LE.L.D., a TV
serial that shows the story of a group of
agents in the comic world. Even though
the real comic heroes have hardly
appeared in it, the plot of the Agent of
S.H.ILE.L.D. was closely connected with
the other comic-book movies that Marvel
produced—it even has a special episode
whenever one of those films hit the
screen. Another TV serial, Agent Carter,
was also produced by the Marvel Comic. It
shares a lot of similarity with the Agent of
S.H.I.LE.L.D., but was unfortunately banned

in mainland China. Both the two serials
received positive effects, while the Agent
of S.H.LLE.L.D. has already finished its third
season. At the meantime, the DC Comic
has made great efforts on TV serials,
producing 4 plays at the same time—
the Flash, Gotham, Constantine, and the
Arrow. Its attempt to connect different
serials together into one entire world has
been proved to be quite successful.

To sum up, the journey of comic-book
TV serial was tough but beautiful. This
journey started as early as the first time
Captain America started fighting Nazis in
a World War Il cinema, and continues till
today. Even though it might be only a very
small fraction among the vast ocean of TV
serials, comic-book TV serials are indeed

a inalienable part of the American culture.
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
